BLACKMOOR POOL RULES

Pool hours are from 8AM to 9PM

ALL residents or guests must have the Blackmoor POA identification bracelet when using the pool or pool area.  One identification bracelet is required per group at the pool.  People without the identification bracelet will be asked to leave the pool area immediately.  Lost identification bracelets will cost $25.

Residents and guests are responsible for compliance to the pool rules.  Children under 16 years of age must have adult supervision.

NO LIFEGUARD IS ON DUTY.  ALL residents and guests are cautioned to swim at their OWN RISK.  NO swimming alone.

NO diving in the pool.

NO horseplay or running in the pool or pool area.

NO glass, glass bottles or glass containers allowed in the pool or the pool area.  If glass falls into the pool, the pool will be closed for an extended period of time for draining and cleaning.

NO person under the influence of alcohol or drugs shall use the pool.

NO person with communicable diseases (such as eye, ear, nose or skin infections) is allowed in the pool or pool area.

NO animals are allowed in pool or pool area.

NO loud radios - radios and CD's with earphones are acceptable.

NO spitting or blowing a nose in the pool.

Appropriate swimwear is required.  No cutoffs or blue jeans allowed in the pool.

Infants and toddlers not toilet trained must wear swim diapers.

Swimming aids are allowed but no rafts, boogie boards or floats.

Please cover pool furniture with a towel and shower before entering the pool if suntan oil is used.  Pool furniture is to stay in the fenced pool area.

When leaving the pool and pool area: PLEASE


Remove all belongings


Close the table umbrellas, if used


Place chairs under the table, if used


Throw all trash away and empty ash trays

Emergency phone for 911 and First Aid case is located over the water fountain
