Our last issue featured an article relative to the dilemma of residing in the vicinity of a plentiful, hungry deer population.  Because they gravitate to certain types of shrubbery and plants, what is the homeowner to do?  Do we allow our landscaping to become a buffet for the deer?





In researching this problem, we found a product that may be a viable solution.  Sweeney’s Deer Repellent, available at Lowe’s  Home Improvement, claims to be “odorless to humans”, “safe for vegetable gardens”, and says that it “triggers the flight response in deer”.





One package contains six ready-to-use repellent stations and stakes for around $19.00.  The weatherproof stations protect the repellent, so there is no issue of the rain washing the product away as occurs with sprays.  Air flows through the stations, carrying the repellent scent.





It is recommended that the customer place the stations four to eight feet apart in the spring, and this should work throughout the growing season.  We are giving this a try, and I believe that the winter season will be the true quality control test for the product.
